Location
Old Nisthouse is situated a short drive, approximately 1.5 
miles, from Dounby village where there is a primary 
school, small supermarket, doctors surgery, post office, 
pharmacy, butcher’s shop and hotel. The Merkister Hotel 
is within reasonable walking distance of the property 
which is about 13 miles from Kirkwall and about 8 miles 
from Stromness.



LIVING ROOM



Much of the large garden has been managed for wildlife, in particular the Orkney 
Vole, a mammal unique to Orkney. This management leads to frequent close 
encounters with Hen Harriers, often viewed from the kitchen window. Other 
interesting birds to have been seen in and from the garden include the Red-
rumped Swallow and Woodchat, amongst about 150 species in total. Additionally, 
the present occupiers have recorded two moths and a beetle species new to 
Scotland, as well as a number of species of insect new to Orkney.
