1. INFORMATION AND SCOPE OF INSPECTION

This section tells you about the type, accommodation, neighbourhood, age and construction of the
property. It also tells you about the extent of the inspection and highlights anything that the surveyor
could not inspect.

All references to visual inspection refer to an inspection from within the property without the need to
move any obstructions and externally from ground level within the site and adjoining public areas.

Services such as TV/cable connection, internet connection, swimming pools and other leisure
facilities etc. were not inspected or reported on.

Pitched roof clad in Norwegian slate.

Accommodation occupies the majority of the roof void. The void over
the kitchen is accessed through a hatch in the ceiling. Glass wool
insulation has been laid between the roof joists.

A flat fibreglass roof extends over the rear extension.

Grey plastic gutters and downpipes are fitted.

Original dwelling has masonry walls. The extension has cavity concrete
block walls. The whole has been externally harled.

All double glazed windows in timber and pvc frames.

All external joinery has been stained.

A large Sun Lounge has been erected against the front elevation. It has a
slate roof and is glazed in double glazed pvc units on concrete block half
walls.

A shed and store are positioned to the rear of the dwelling. They are built
of concrete block and are roofed with corrugated cement fibre sheeting.
A timber extension has been attached to the rear of the larger building.

A green house is set within the immediate garden.

The property occupies a large triangular site extending to approximately
3.4 acres. It is mainly unkempt grass. a formal garden lies to the front of
the dwelling and a hardcore car parking area lies to the rear. Mature trees

provide shelter to the immediate environs.

Most ceilings are lined with pine boarding.

Stud partitions clad with plasterboard are installed throughout.
Floors are both solid concrete and suspended timber..
Skirtings and facings are of pine.

Modem units are fitted in the Kitchen.

Steep, narrow staircase leads to Attic rooms.

All fireplaces have been removed.
An Aga stove is present in the kitchen.

Heating is supplied by a water filled central heating system fired by an
oil boiler situated in an external recess in the western gable wall.
Domestic hot water is heated by oil fired Aga and immersion heater.

Drainage is to a private septic tank

Smoke detectors are present throughout.

No access to the floor void.
