1. INFORMATION AND SCOPE OF INSPECTION

This section tells you about the type, accommodation, neighbourhood, age and
construction of the property.

There is a hosted 5kW wind turbine supplying electricity to the
property; electrical switchgear is in the Utility.

Fitted extractor hood, fridge and freezer to the Kitchen/Dining
Room; washing machine to the Utility.

Light switches and sockets are a mixture of white plastic; brass
to the Sitting Room; two remaining older black Bakelite to the
original cottage.

Interlinked smoke detectors to the Sitting Room, ; high heat
alarm in the Kitchen/Dining Room

Accessible parts of the wiring were visually inspected without
removing fittings. No tests whatsoever were carried out to the
system or appliances. Visual inspection does not assess any services
to make sure they work properly and efficiently and meet modern
standards. If any services are turned off, the surveyor will state that
in the report and will not turn them on.

The purchaser(s)
should appraise themselves of the requirements of this legislation
and engage with appropriately accredited contractors to ensure
compliance.

Any additional limits to inspection:

At the time of our inspection the property was unoccupied and partly furnished with floors fully
covered throughout.

Pitched roof coverings were inspected from ground level; a detailed inspection of condition was not
undertaken.

An inspection for Japanese Knotweed or other invasive plant species was not carried out.

There was no access for inspection to the foundations, to the concrete floor, or behind wall linings.
The drainage system was not open to inspection.

High levels of Radon gas have been recorded in areas of Orkney. No tests were carried out to
detect the levels of gas in the property.

The energy efficiency rating of your home

About the recommended measures to improve your home’s performance rating

This section offers additional information and advice on the recommended improvement measures for your home

1 Internal or external wall insulation

Internal or external wall insulation involves adding a layer of insulation to either the inside or the outside surface
of the external walls, which reduces heat loss and lowers fuel bills. As it is more expensive than cavity wall
insulation it is only recommended for walls without a cavity, or where for technical reasons a cavity cannot be
filled. Internal insulation, known as dry-lining, is where a layer of insulation is fixed to the inside surface of
external walls; this type of insulation is best applied when rooms require redecorating. External solid wall
insulation is the application of an insulant and a weather-protective finish to the outside of the wall. This may
improve the look of the home, particularly where existing brickwork or rendering is poor, and will provide long-
lasting weather protection. Further information can be obtained from the National Insulation Association
(www.nationalinsulationassociation.org.uk). It should be noted that a building warrant is required for the
installation of external wall insulation. Planning permission may also be required and that building regulations
apply to external insulation so it is best to check with your local authority on both issues.

2 Floor insulation (solid floor)

Insulation of a floor will significantly reduce heat loss; this will improve levels of comfort, reduce energy use and
lower fuel bills. Insulating solid floors can present challenges; insulation laid on top of existing solid floors may
impact on existing doors and finishes whilst lifting of a solid floor to insert insulation below will require
consideration of the potential effect on both structural stability and damp proofing. It is advised to seek advice
from a Chartered Structural Engineer or a registered Architect about this if unsure. Further information about
floor insulation is available from many sources including www.energysavingtrust.org.uk/scotland/Insulation/Floor-
insulation. Building regulations generally apply to this work and may also require a building warrant so it is best
to check with your local authority building standards department.

3 Low energy lighting

Replacement of traditional light bulbs with energy saving bulbs will reduce lighting costs over the lifetime of the
bulb, and they last many times longer than ordinary light bulbs. Low energy lamps and fittings are now
commonplace and readily available. Information on energy efficiency lighting can be found from a wide range of
organisations, including the Energy Saving Trust (http://www.energysavingtrust.org.uk/home-energy-
efficiency/lighting).

4 Heating controls (room thermostat)

The heating system should have a room thermostat to enable the boiler to switch off when no heat is required. A
competent heating engineer should be asked to do this work. Insist that the thermostat switches off the boiler as
well as the pump and that the thermostatic radiator valve is removed from any radiator in the same room as the
thermostat. Building regulations generally apply to this work and a building warrant may be required, so it is best
to check with your local authority building standards department and seek advice from a qualified heating
engineer.

5 Condensing boiler

A condensing boiler is capable of much higher efficiencies than other types of boiler, meaning it will burn less
fuel to heat this property. This improvement is most appropriate when the existing central heating boiler needs
repair or replacement, however there may be exceptional circumstances making this impractical. Condensing
boilers need a drain for the condensate which limits their location; remember this when considering remodelling
the room containing the existing boiler even if the latter is to be retained for the time being (for example a kitchen
makeover). Building regulations generally apply to this work and a building warrant may be required, so it is best
to check with your local authority building standards department and seek advice from a qualified heating
engineer.

6 Solar water heating

A solar water heating panel, usually fixed to the roof, uses the sun to pre-heat the hot water supply. This can
significantly reduce the demand on the heating system to provide hot water and hence save fuel and money.
Planning permission might be required, building regulations generally apply to this work and a building warrant
may be required, so it is best to check these with your local authority. You could be eligible for Renewable Heat
Incentive payments which could appreciably increase the savings beyond those shown on your EPC, provided
that both the product and the installer are certified by the Microgeneration Certification Scheme (or equivalent).

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7 Solar photovoltaic (PV) panels

A solar PV system is one which converts light directly into electricity via panels placed on the roof with no waste
and no emissions. This electricity is used throughout the home in the same way as the electricity purchased from
an energy supplier. Planning permission might be required, building regulations generally apply to this work and
a building warrant may be required, so it is best to check with your local authority. The assessment does not
include the effect of any Feed-in Tariff which could appreciably increase the savings that are shown on this EPC
for solar photovoltaic panels, provided that both the product and the installer are certified by the Microgeneration
Certification Scheme (or equivalent). Details of local MCS installers are available at
www.microgenerationcertification.org.

Low and zero carbon energy sources

Low and zero carbon (LZC) energy sources are sources of energy that release either very little or no carbon dioxide
into the atmosphere when they are used. Installing these sources may help reduce energy bills as well as cutting
carbon.

PART 1 — GENERAL

1.1 THE SURVEYORS
The Seller has engaged the Surveyors to provide the Single Survey Report. The
Seller has also engaged the Surveyors to provide an Energy Report in the format
prescribed by the accredited Energy Company.

Once the Seller has conditionally accepted an offer to purchase made in writing, the
Purchaser’s lender or conveyancer may request that the Surveyors provide general
comment on standard appropriate supplementary documentation. In the event of a
significant amount of documentation being provided to the Surveyors, an additional
fee may be incurred by the Purchaser. Any additional fee will be agreed in writing.

If information is provided to the Surveyors during the conveyancing process which
materially affects the valuation stated in the Report, the Surveyors reserve the right
to reconsider the valuation. Where the Surveyors require to amend the valuation in
consequence of such information, they will issue an amended Report to the Seller. It
is the responsibility of the Seller to ensure that the amended Report and generic
Mortgage Valuation Report are transmitted to every prospective Purchaser.

The individual Surveyor will be a member of the Royal Institution of Chartered
Surveyors who is competent to survey, value and report upon Residential Property. !

If the Surveyors have had a previous business relationship within the past two years
with the Seller or Sellers Agent or relative to the property, they will be obliged to
indicate this by ticking the adjacent box.

The Surveyors have a written complaints handling procedure. This is available from
the offices of the Surveyors at the address stated.

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PART 2 — DESCRIPTION OF THE REPORT

2.1 THE SERVICE
The Single Survey is a Report by an independent Surveyor, prepared in an objective
way regarding the condition and value of the Property on the day of the inspection,
and who is a member of the Royal Institution of Chartered Surveyors. It includes an
Energy Report as required by Statute and this is in the format of the accredited
Energy Company.

2.2 THE INSPECTION
The Inspection is a general surface examination of those parts of the Property which
are accessible: in other words, visible and readily available for examination from
ground and floor levels, without risk of causing damage to the Property or injury to
the Surveyor.

All references to visual inspection refer to an inspection from within the property at
floor level and from ground level within the site and adjoining public areas, without
the need to move any obstructions. Any references to left or right are taken facing
the front of the property.

The Inspection is carried out with the Seller’s permission, without causing damage to
the building or contents. Furniture, stored items and insulation are not moved.

Unless identified in the report the Surveyor will assume that no harmful or hazardous
materials have been used in the construction. The presence or possible
consequences of any site contamination will not be researched.

The Surveyor will not carry out an asbestos inspection, and will not be acting as an
asbestos inspector in completing a Single Survey of properties that may fall within
the Control of Asbestos in the Workplace Regulations. In the case of flats it will be
assumed that there is a duty holder, as defined in the Regulations and that a Register
of Asbestos and effective Management Plan is in place, which does not require any
expenditure, or pose a significant risk to health. No enquiry of the duty holder will be
made.

2.3 THE REPORT

The Report will be prepared by the Surveyor who carried out the property inspection
and will describe various aspects of the property as defined by the headings of the
Single Survey report with the comments being general and unbiased. The report on
the location, style and condition of the property, will be concise and will be restricted
to matters that could have a material effect upon value and will omit items that, in
the Surveyors opinion, are not significant. If certain minor matters are mentioned, it
should not be interpreted that the property is free of any other minor defects.

Throughout the report, the following repair categories will be used to give an overall
opinion of the state of repair and condition of the property.

2.3.1 Category 3: Urgent repairs or replacement are needed now. Failure to
deal with them may cause problems to other parts of the property or cause a
safety hazard. Estimates for repairs or replacement are needed now.

2.3.2 Category 2: Repairs or replacement requiring future attention, but
estimates are still advised.

2.3.3 Category 1: No immediate action or repair is needed.

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WARNING: If left unattended, even for a relatively short period, Category 2 repairs
can rapidly develop into more serious Category 3 repairs. The existence of Category
2 or Category 3 repairs may have an adverse effect on marketability, value and the
sale price ultimately achieved for the property.

Surveyors are not equipped or qualified to test the services and therefore no
comment can be interpreted as implying that the design, installation and function of
the services are in accordance/compliance with regulations, safety and efficiency
expectations. However, comment is made where there is cause to suspect significant
defects or shortcomings with the installations. No tests are made of any services or
appliances.

2.5 ACCESSIBILITY
A section is included to help identify the basic information interested parties need to
know to decide whether to view a property.

2.6 ENERGY REPORT
A section is included that makes provision for an Energy Report, relative to the
property. The Surveyor will collect physical data from the property and provide such
data in a format required by an accredited Energy Company. The Surveyor cannot of
course accept liability for any advice given by the Energy Company.

2.7 VALUATION AND CONVEYANCER ISSUES
The last section of the Report contains matters considered relevant to the
Conveyancer (Solicitor). It also contains the Surveyor’s opinion both of the market
value of the property and of the re-instatement cost, as defined below.

Market Value” The estimated amount for which a property should exchange on the
date of valuation within a willing buyer and a willing seller in an arms-length
transaction after proper marketing wherein the parties had each acted
knowledgeably, prudently and without compulsion. In arriving at the opinion of the
Market Value the Surveyor also makes various standard assumptions covering, for
example, vacant possession; tenure and other legal considerations; contamination
and hazardous materials; the condition of un-inspected parts; the right to use mains
services; and the exclusion of curtains, carpets etc from the valuation. In the case of
flats, the following further assumptions are made that:
> *There are rights of access and exit over all communal roadways,
corridors, stairways etc and to use communal grounds, parking areas, and
other facilities;
> *There are no particularly troublesome or unusual legal restrictions;
> *There is no current dispute between the occupiers of the flats or any
outstanding claims or losses; and the costs of repairs to the building are
shared among the co-proprietors on an equitable basis.

Any additional assumption, or any found not to apply, is reported.

“Re-instatement cost” /-

“Re-instatement cost” /s an estimate for insurance purposes of the current cost of
rebuilding the Property in its present form unless otherwise stated. This includes the
cost of rebuilding the garage and permanent outbuildings, site clearance and
professional fees, but excludes VAT (except on fees).

Sellers or prospective Purchasers may consider it prudent to instruct a reinspection
and revaluation after a period of 12 weeks (or sooner if appropriate) to reflect
changing circumstances in the market and/or in the physical condition of the
Property.
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
